1. Are you in Him? - John 17:17-23 
2. Being in Him means He is also in us. 
3. In all honesty, can we trust in someone we don’t know? 
4. We will never understand trust without relationship. 
5. Let’s don’t have a false hope; such as thinking that the gifts and the callings, church 

attendance, ministry just being good person, doesn’t mean that we are in Him. 
1. Matt. 23:27-28 

6. Knowing about Him is much different than being in Him. 
7.  Pastor talked about Him being the great original. Someone who we can trust with all. 
8.  Pastor shared with us that faith comes by hearing but trust comes by knowing who you are 

talking to. 
9.  It is easier to trust in Him who has a proven record of excellence and faithfulness.  

1. 1 John 4:4-6 
10. Many imposters have, and will continue to come and say that they are christ. - Matt. 24:3-14 

11. Where are the miracles of God? Just look around. 
12.  Even when we have faith to believe for healing, and finances, and relationships, and you just 

fill in the blank we probably won’t get the whole picture. 
13.  Do we really know who we are, and who’s we are, and who God is in us? (Three top 

questions) 
14.  God is a warrior. If we are in Him and He is in us, we are a warrior too. 

1. The Definition of Warrior is, “One engaged or experienced in battle.” - 2 Corin. 10:3-5 
15.  Strongholds are the enemy’s territory. 

16.  Satan engineers a stronghold, we participate in it and become incapacitated because of it. 
1. The Definition of Incapacitated is, “To deprive of strength or ability; to disable, to 

disqualify.” 
17.  When we find ourselves in a trap set by satan we feel stupid, ashamed, disgusted, defeated, 

disappointed, but never ever forbidden by our Lord. 
18.  The secret to winning is to never stop fighting. 
19.  Keep on reading the manual until you meet Emanuel. 
20.  If you have ever trusted God once, you can trust Him again because He has not changed His 

mind about you. 



21.  Jeremiah 29:11-13 - We all need to raise our expectations. 
22.  Do we have a word from God, or all of God’s word? 
23.  Isn’t it strange that we can trust God who we have never seen more than many that we have 

seen? 
24.  We need to judge every spirit by the Word. - 1 John 4:1-3 
25.  Don’t surrender, no matter how hard the fight. 

26.  It’s ok to not know all the answers. 
27.  Don’t never quite praising God, be a fighter. 
28.  Mike Hawkins says, “Stay ahead in prayer.” 
29.  Don’t trust yourself in your weak places. 
30.  We have God’s permission to prove Him. - Maliki 3:7-11
